Rousay, Egilsay & Wyre Development Trust operate a Well-being Grant Award Scheme which is open to applications from individuals who are permanent residents on Rousay, Egilsay & Wyre. The scheme is for recreational courses, activities or events which improve well-being. This scheme will operate to the following guidelines:

· Maximum £250 grant award and must be used before 31st March 2027.
· Covers well-being activities (up to the maximum £250), including Active Life & Active Island subscriptions, art courses, music lessons, swimming lessons etc.
· Can be used to fund passenger ferry tickets from REW to Mainland Orkney for adults over 21, or towards vehicle tickets in exceptional circumstances, for use to attend well-being activities, events or services. 
· Can be used towards overnight accommodation costs in order to attend an activity or event off island but must be within Orkney (details of these may be requested).
· The scheme cannot cover well-being equipment purchases and cannot cover food and drink costs unless these are included in a membership or event fee.
· Applications must be submitted and approved before any expenditure is made.
· Once approved, activities may be purchased, funds will then be reimbursed to the bank account details provided below, once proof of expenditure has been submitted. In the case of the passenger ferry tickets option, these can be purchased directly from Orkney Ferries by REWDT, upon request.
· If you are unsure if your activity or event will be covered by this grant, please check with a member of staff before purchasing.
